Health and safety: Size for size Aggregate
Industries walling is heavier than most facing
bricks, making it more comparable with
solid wire cut bricks. Though it is generally
lighter than limestone and sandstone masonry,
due allowance for the weight of the larger
blocks should be made when moving,
handling and working with the material on
site. Special care should be taken when
handling and lifting heavy fittings.
