Acopia is a large international packaging

company, with a number of offices across the 

UK.  April 2012, they moved into their new

headquarters in Bognor, West Sussex. At one

end of the main office upstairs, is a living wall!

The double sided wall separates the main office

from the break-out come kitchen area. The

purpose of the living wall is to deaden noise

(boiling kettles, breaking mugs and munching

etc), provide a healthier atmosphere for the staff

and to bring a bit of colourful nature into the

office!  All of the irrigation controls and valves etc

were housed in a cupboard under the sink.
